 |n 2021 there were 96 pedestrian fatalities and 7 bicyclist
fatalities, compared to 94 pedestrian and 5 bicyclist fatalities in
2020.

e 29% of the region’s traffic fatalities were bicyclist or pedestrian

 NOVA jurisdictions averaged 34 pedestrian fatalities per year

2016-2021. This was 21% of total traffic fatalities.

Survey Results - 12/2021 SMART

e Unaided Awareness: 31% of the respondents said they
recalled seeing advertising for Street Smart in 2021.
This was significantly higher than the 12% reported in
2020.

e Aided Awareness: 46% of the respondents recalled
seeing at least one of the print and/or video ads. This
was a significant increase than 32% reported in 2020.

e Dangerous Behaviors: 57% of the respondents said
they were happing “more often”. This was a significant
increase from the 37% reported in 2020.
